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OVERVIEW: The user can set parameters for their report so that they can get only reports for their management unit. Parameters say the same until changed by the user. 





Example: If you set the parameter for Area 5, every report (e.g. timely reunification) only shows Area 5.  





There is a trend view (performance by quarter over time) and a management unit view, which shows the selected unit under Report Level (e.g. statewide) and the next level down (e.g. by area).  Shown below. 





Managers can set the time period for which they want the management unit report.  





Graphs are simple to understand.  “A picture is worth a thousand words”.  In this example one can easily see performance steadily improving but well below the standard. 





Shows PIP goal or standard set.





All numbers underlined can be clicked (using a mouse) to get a list of clients and various information about these cases.  (See next page)





Both percents and numbers are provided.  Percents give comparative information and numbers provide information about the strength of the percent.  





OVERVIEW: This is an example of what one gets when they drill down (click on) one of the numbers in the report.  





One can scroll to get additional data, or sort on any data element (right click of the mouse).





Any number of data elements can be used in this drill down.  This enables the manager to explore a number of factors that may be associated to achieving the outcome.  In this example there are over twenty data elements on each case.  





One can download this data set to Excel on their computer for further analysis and printing. 











The bars go sideways to indicate comparison between units.  Red tips show the extent they are under standard. 





OVERVIEW: This report is the management unit view that provides the level selected in the parameters and the next level down for selected time period.  One can see comparisons between areas (pictured); counties within a selected area; or supervisor within a selected county.





Click on one of the Report Areas and go to the next level.  In this case you get a report for Area II (see next page).





Navigation options on this row are available on all pages.

OVERVIEW: This is the trend report.  Performance is shown by quarter so that performance for smaller management units (few numbers of cases) In order to provide more stable data.  
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
