Instructions for Tallying the Results of the 

Questionnaire for Neighborhood Place Integrated Service Team Meetings.

· Count up the total number of questionnaires that were filled out.

· Question by question; add up the total score for all the answers to that question alone.  

· Nope

= (2)

· Average
= (3)

· Good 
= (4)

· Great 
= (5)

· When you get a total for that question, divide your total number of questionnaires into your total for that question.  This will give you that days average score on that question.  For instance if you had 10 questionnaires filled out and the total scores for the first question was 15, you would take 15 and divide it by 10 and get an average score of 1.5 for that question (halfway between a Good and a Great!)   

(Remember:  Fractions are our friends! Use a calculator!)
· Then repeat the process for each question. 

· Write down the totals on a clean questionnaire to share with the group next time and to save in your file for later.  Hopefully, the group will see a change in their overall measure of how the meeting went as the year progresses.
