G3 Presentation Abstract
This workshop will describe the findings of a research project conducted by Kentucky’s Cabinet for Families and Children.  The study found a robust and positive correlation between the presence of Comprehensive Family Services (a strengths-based, collaborative intervention philosophy) and client’s feelings of satisfaction with the services provided by the Cabinet.  Comprehensive Family Services will be discussed as a way to engage clients and community partners in a holistic approach to family problems.  Methodology, review of pertinent literature, findings, and applications will be presented.

The presentation format will be didactic with the presenters using a PowerPoint display and handouts during the presentation.  This will be an interactive workshop with questions and answers encouraged.

Learning objectives:

1. Participants will understand the philosophy of Comprehensive Family Services, including attendant literature

2. Participants will understand the research study designed to understand the relationship between Comprehensive Family Services and client/community partner satisfaction
